Parent’s Affidavit and Agreement — Summer 2010

hereby acknowledge that I/we have voluntarily applied for my/our child to attend the Birch Creek
Service Ranch (herein referred to variously as “the Ranch,” and/or “the Birch Creek Ranch”), and
to become a member of the Ranch Association while at the Ranch, and for him/her to engage in
activities conducted by the Ranch. The Ranch as referred to herein specifically includes
employees, officers, directors, volunteers, and agents of the Ranch and those from whom the
Ranch leases real property and/or livestock, including their contractors, subcontractors,
employees, and agents.

In the event of an injury to or illness of my/our child necessitating medical care, l/we authorize the
Ranch to obtain said care and to act in my/our behalf in making decisions in regard to such care.
I/we agree to be financially responsible for the costs of such care including the cost of any
medications or special transportation required.

I/we understand that the Ranch program is not a rehabilitation program for young people with
moderate to serious behavioral or emotional problems, and that any participant involved in
fighting, theft, shoplifting, or drug, tobacco or alcohol use, or other similar acts may, at the
discretion of the Ranch director, be sent home at the parents’ expense and the Ranch will have
no obligation to refund any “unused” portion of the tuition. Initial here:
